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Abstract

This study aims to examine the family relationship, especially intergenerational family
solidarity, between elderly parents (=60 years) and their adult children (=18 years). The focus
of this study is on the manifest aspects of solidarity, that is, living arrangements, visits and
telephone contact, and resource transfers. Baseline data from the Thai Family and the Elderly
Support System which is a project under the Well-being of the Thai Elderly Program, were
utilized. A sample of 2,669 elderly parents with at least one living adult child was chosen from
the 2015 baseline data. The results clearly indicated that the family institution in Thailand
remains strong despite extensive societal changes during recent years. The family of Thai
elderly parents is characterized by close intact ion with their adult children. About 70% of the
elderly parents co-reside with at least one of their children. For the non-co-resident children,
49.8 % of them visit their elderly parents at least once a week. Concerning resource transfers,

64.5% of the elderly parents exchange resources (two-way transfers) with their adult children.
