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Abstract

This article calls for the necessity of employing “research results as foundation of
intervention or developmental activities” for mobilizing the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy.
To strengthen the research and development in this area, it is inevitably to construct
psychological sufficiency measures which are related to the three pillars and two conditions.
The objective of this article was to reveal the evolution of mobilizing the Philosophy of
Sufficiency Economy in psycho-behavioral science by constructing more than 40 standardized
psychological and behavioral measures which have been administered in many research studies
to establish the body of knowledge in terms of antecedents of the behaviors relating to this
philosophy. Because this philosophy has a complex domain, there are still many areas of
research studies to be investigated as emphasized in the current national research policies. As
for implications on youth development, it has been increasingly applied to both target groups,
as well as, to social developers such as teachers.
