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Abstract

The changes in Thai society have been driven by economic and population growth
particularly during the past decade. At the same time GDP as well as income per person have
been increasing, there has also been a great intensification of consumption and more demands
for goods and services for better quality of life. The direct consequences of an increase amount
of land required for continual economic growth and urbanization resulted in changes of land
use as externalities to the agriculture economic society. This study analyzed the impact of
economic growth of each sector to the change of land use. The Computable General
Equilibrium (CGE) model built to simulate the economic scenarios, illustrated by economic
input-output data which reflect interactions among all sectors respond to the competitiveness
of limited land resource. The scenarios of economic growth of 4.2 year on year are simulated for
projections range of 30 years period. The results calculated from CGE model shown the impact
of land use by all sectors that can be served as input to initiate appropriate Social and

Environmental policies.
