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Abstract

This article aims to clarify the concept of ethnicity by comparing it with the
concepts of the nation and race. Additionally, ethnic conflict and states’ policies on
ethnic conflict  management—including genocide, ethnic cleansing, assimilation,
integration, accommodation, and ethno-federalism--are elaborated. The ethical value of
these policies and practices are assessed. Finally, this article proposes guidelines for
conflict resolutions by emphasizing operations at the local level, promoting community
rights and cultural rights, and strengthening social exchange, mutual trust, as well as
cooperation. Moreover, the techniques of conflict management should be efficient,

peaceful and just.
