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Abstract

Ageing society is an important phenomenon that generates wide awareness since
all generations can be affected in various dimensions. Previous research proposed an
increase in the employment of elderly workers in the economy. This research has a
continuing goal to propose and empirically analyze the feasibility of fiscal policy that can
promote the efficiency and quality of life of the elderly workers and its marginal impacts
on economic growth and government fiscal status. The research employs scenario analysis
using simulations. Providing that at least 50 percent of the elderly workers participate in
the economy, the marginal GDP effects of the policy will be approximately 6 - 13 percent.
Regarding the fiscal impact, the net marginal tax revenue will increase by at least
approximately 0.46 - 1.28 percent. Net incremental tax revenue will decrease as the value
of tax deduction increases. Overall, such policy can be economically worthwhile as it can
increase the marginal GDP and maintain the efficiency and good health of the elderly
workers in the long term. The policy is sustainable as long as the marginal tax revenue
exceeds the marginal tax deductions from the policy.

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Abstract

This research paper is a qualitative research aimed at reviewing the establishment of
Cambodian casinos in the Thai-Cambodian border area in Sa Kaeo province and to offer the
strategic adjustment on the casinos in Thailand. The study found that casinos in the area, Poipet,
have been expanding since 1997, as a result of global context and the economic, political and
social changes in the area so Poipet is considered as a major "Casino City" in Cambodia where the
the huge amount of money from casino businesses is invested. Currently, there are 12 casino
gambling houses in Poipet. The 3 main agents in the field of border casinos are included 1) the
casino owners 2) the hosts and 3) the gamblers. Stakeholder relations are in the nature of a zero-
sum game by appearing those who benefit the most from the casino business are "Elites" namely
casino owners and hosts. The people who lose in the business is the gamblers themselves. Moreover,
the study found out that the casino business seem not to make any direct benefit to local area but
leading the problems of law effectiveness because of the negligence of the Cambodian govemment. This
condition creates a chance for the unapproval group of people to be serviced in the csasino. Hence, there
are 3 concemed issues in considering the casino’s strategic adjustment in Thailand including 1) the
principles of good govemance 2) accountability and 3) the sin tax management so that the clusters of
elite’s benefit in this zero-sum game would be prevented.

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Abstract

The study of rural livelihood should realize local contexts and socio-environmental
dynamics at the community level. At the same time, it should focus on learning of community
members pertaining to creative and beneficial resource utilization through local wisdom
application appropriate for changing conditions. This research aims are: 1) to investigate application
of local wisdom related to livelihood in Kiriwong community, Lansaka district, Nakhon Sri
Thammarat province, 2) to find out community development movement towards a strengthened
community, and 3) to analyze the use of local wisdom in mobilizing community development
movement toward a strengthened community. The research was undertaken following the
qualitative research approach in which field data collection was done by means of in-depth
interview and observation. Data were analyzed through typological analysis, logical reasoning, data
synthesis and data interpretation. It was found that Kiriwong community utilized local wisdom and
applied through processes of producing and marketing various products, as well as organizing
occupational groups within the community. As a result, livelihood related local wisdom became
crucial for mobilizing community development as it formed an important instrument in creating
various products to be sold to improve livelihood of community members and bring about
supplementary income generating activities continuously. This was followed by the connected
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community-based tourism development. This change helped enhancing the development
towards a strengthened community in social, economic and environmental dimensions.
Challenges facing Kiriwong community was finding an appropriate way to combine local wisdom
conservation together with livelihood adaptation that enable in maintaining the community

strength sustainably.

This study has objectives to study a local wisdom transfer process of Morhom fabric
manufacturing by Thai Puan people and to develop a design of Morhom product which links to
community enterprises.

Tools of this study were an interview form, product drafts, data
descriptive statistical analysis and content analysis. Results from the study show that the
local wisdom transfer process is done directly and indirectly through the formal and informal
learning from parents, experts, local wisdom or teachers. A guideline for the product design should
be conformed to the market demand by focusing on natural forms, contemporary, local material,
and the production process is not too complicated. The result of the prototype product
development consists of shirts, bags, teddy bear outfits, and fashion clothe draft which can be
used as guidelines for the cormmunity enterprise to develop further products.

ABSTRACT

This research aimed to investigate fishery resource co-management in the northern
part of Songkhla Lakein Songklhla province, which covers Hua Khao Daeng and Hua Khao
Kieow areas. These areas 4 villages: Ban Hua Khao; Ban BorLaah; Ban Mai; and Ban Chai Hin.
Field data collection was conducted through an in-depth interview with 19 participants, focus
group discussion, participant observation, and workshop.

The finding shows that fishers in the study area had changed the productionmode
influenced by marketing mechanism and state intervention in which the state is the sole authority
in managing fishery resource from 1961 to 2007. The use ofdestructive types of fishinggear
consequently deteriorated fisheryresources and mangrove forest. Overfishing leadstoshortage of fishery
resources. From 2014 to 2018, the communities have placed the importance on the sustainable
management involving local participation. The co-management concept was adoptedand
developed. The MOU was signed between concerned parties. “Song Khao, Nuenglae,
SaeRemn” model was formed as a pilot project in fishery resource management to operate in
the area in order to ensure the suitability of community context and fishery resource system.

The project also serves as a case study for development in other areas of similar contexts.

Abstract

National award-winning researchers have made valuable contribution towards national
development. Knowledge about research excellence can point out ways to strengthen young
researchers. This qualitative study aimed to: 1) study the characteristics of Thai national award-
winning researchers, 2) examine the meaning of research excellence, and 3) to explain the key
success factors of research excellence. In-depth interviews were conducted with seven researchers
in social sciences, who had won Thai national awards between the years 1996 - 2017. Data was
analyzed by using content analysis. The results revealed that the key characteristics were visible
through the ability of cognitive, psycholosical traits, and skill. The meaning of research excellence
covered three elements: uniqueness, utility, and continuation of research. The key success factors
contributing to research excellence were three groups of factors: the predisposing factors that
consisted of knowledge-based passion, spirit of inquiry, positive attitude toward work, open minded
personality, and persistence in rigorous academics. Enabling factors comprised of demonstrating
various types of thinking, and perseverance. Reinforcing factors included the collaboration from
research team, social support from others, leaming from role model, and experiential leaming.
Based on findings, policy recommendations are proposed to researchers, universities, and grantors.

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Abstract

This paper aims to provide an understanding about the formation of civil society
organizations in the Southem part of Thailand who oppose the development projects of the
Thai Government through Michel Foucault’ s concept of civil society. According to this concept, it
would be possible to recognize how modermn government exercises bio - power or micro - level
power that formulates the subjectivity of individuals that are coincided with expectations of the
government. Because the government desires to exert more control over the populations/space,
in return, this encourages the formation of civil society or civil actor who is an active agent in the
community. These individuals are able to effectively negotiate with the government,
conscientiously preserve and use their local resources, and successfully delay the development
projects for the benefit of their community and future generations. This paper, with qualitative
methodology, will provide four examples of the governmental schemes that lead to the formation
of a competent civil society in the Southern Thailand, which are Thepha Thermal Power Station,
Songkhla Il deep - sea port, Pak Bara deep - sea port, and Krabi power plant project. These four
development projects represent governmental power to conduct of people conduct which the
more they are under power, without realization, the more they oppose the projects. Finally, we
hope that this paper will urge people to witness a new form of social movements in the modern
society.

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Abstract

The qualitative research aimed to investigate the impact of water resource which
affected the clam enterprises in Klong Khon Sub-district, Mueang District, Samut Songkhram
Province and the way in water resource management. There is an in-depth interview which
used to 5 officials and 17 clam famers totally 22 interviewees. The data was analyzed in
descriptive techniques by means of the data reduction, data display, and drawing and verifying
conclusion techniques to understand in these phenomena respectively. Research results
found that the past water management used was from villager’s wisdom as tidal current, but
the water qualitative and quantitative problems crucially increased. The government roles
were in water management but it is still not solved all the problems yet. The social impact
was the fishing farmers who needed the mangrove forest which is the clam house. The
economic effect, there were decreased out of clam enterprises. The new outcome was part-
time work which was the mangrove forest ecotourism. And the environment effect was water
resources deteriorated, and there were a lot of clams died. The short-term recommendation is
to build cooperation in all water management process. The long-run approach is to
systematically plan all the water management to match with Samut Songkhram province to

empower the sustainable water management.

Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) to study the level of water resource
management and, 2) to compare the level of water resource management in the watershed area
of Nan basin communities. The research used a mixed method research design namely
" Convergent Design" which blended the quantitative method and the qualitative method at the
same time. The results showed that the levels of water resources management in Nan community
were at a highly both overall and separately. However, when analyzing all lists, the majority of
water resources management were at a highly (X = 1.58 - 1.95), and only one variable was
considered moderately suitable. The multiple comparisons of water resource management levels
were classified by watershed in terms of upstream, midstream, and downstream. The result
showed that at least two pairs of water resource management differed significantly at the level of
0.05 namely upstream and midstream, midstream and downstream. It was noteworthy that, in
the building relationship dimension, all pairs of water resource management levels differed
significantly. In addition, water resources management levels varied depending upon the physical,
social and cultural contexts in each area. In terms of the upstream, high sloped land, a plurality
of ethnic groups, and beliefs in ghosts were the main factors. In terms of the middle stream, a
strong network in the community and support by sovernment were the essential conditions. For
the lowland area, a flat area, a high cost of pumping water, and key informants do not join the
project were the Important Determinants.

The spiritual culture of Ta-khian Goddess” Thai people is a holy thing. People has a pray
with it and then they get a successful thing that they give stuffs to a holy thing. It can promote
economic growth from spiritual culture. The objectives were the evaluation of spiritual culture
and analysis of the use of money multiplier model in economic development. We collected data
10 provinces along the Chaophraya riparian area. The methodology were the evaluation of spiritual
culture by market price and analysis of multiplier effect. As the result, the big Hopea odorata was
164 trees and 81 trees were the spiritual trees. The average height was 23.4 meter and average
diameter at breast height was 121.5 centimeters. The spiritual culture combines the pray with Ta-
khian Goddess for successful of things. As they got the successful things and then they had stuffs
for Ta-khian Goddess. The stuff values of spiritual culture were 257,030 THB that most from
traditional Thai dress. The power of spiritual culture can develop economic of Thailand and
change in income 285,588,883.51 THB. Multiplier effect was 33.33 that shows the economic
growth. However, evaluation of indirect benefit of Hopea odorata Roxb should have a suitable
management for big trees from government and people sector that will cooperate the
conservation of the big trees plan for preserving them along the Chaophraya riparian area.
